Su dia a dia, su trabajo,
sus problemas, inquietudes e ilusiones. Yeneba tiene 7 afios y
padece una tetraplegia. Miguel, de 92 afos, es la persona con
discapacidad mas anciana de Aragén. Dos vidas, una al comienzo
y otra al final, que marchan en paralelo con limitaciones que no
les impiden la felicidad.

Told in the first person, this short film relates the varied and different
lives of a group of people with intellectual disability. Their day to day,
their work, their problems, concerns and dreams. Yeneba is 7 years old
and suffers from tetraplegia. Miguel, aged 92, is the oldest person in
Aragon with this disability. Two lives, one at the start and the other at
the end, alongside each other with limitations that stand in the way of
their happiness.
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
