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Subirana) ; LA MUJER DEL ETERNAUTA strips: it transcended the limits of mere escapism to become an adult
and politically committed story. The Argentine artist, Héctor Oesterheld
—the scriptwriter-, created a highly metaphorical and political comic strip
that, contrary to the norm at the time, took place in Buenos Aires, far
away from the usual settings depicted in most other comic strips (US,
France). Unfortunately, Héctor Oesterheld was one of the victims of the
military repression and, to this day, he is one of the many missing
persons that fill a whole country’s memory with sorrow. But Elsa
Sanchez, his partner and closest ally during many years is still with us.
She is the wife of “El Eternauta”. A woman who survived Hector's
disappearance and the murder of their four daughters: Beatriz, Estela,
Diana y Marina. A woman who managed to overcome a dire situation
and to forge ahead during those difficult years, when repression and
death were ever-present, protagonists of one of the darkest periods in
Argentina's history.
